Description:
The event is a two day music and arts festival held in Memorial Park in Maplewood (Friday is exclusively set up day).  Food vendors and art vendors pay a fee to participate.  Approximately 25 bands perform on a stage at the bottom of the hill below the train station.


The event is free and money is raised through the vendors, t-shirt sales, private donations and marketing to cover expenses for sound, advertising, and inflatable rides for children.  For 2020, we will also have some local sponsorship and other private funding. 
History:
Maplewoodstock has been running for sixteen years and it generally attracts thousands of Maplewood and South Orange residents, although not all at one time.  Bands donate their time, with exception of hired closing acts.  Past years have featured Nora Jones, The Iguanas, Joan Osborne, The Smithereens, Raul Malo, Shemekia Copeland, Marshall Crenshaw, Railroad Earth and The Wailers.
