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Cato is a multi-instrumentalist who plays bass, guitar, percussion, 
low brass, and others, in addition to vocals. He is also a songwriter, 
with one album to his credit and a second in production and the 
band leader for Stephen Colbert “The Late Show” house band.

“It directly calls upon my authenticity as a deliverer of songs, as 
a singer, as a guitarist,” Cato says. “And also as an arranger, as 
a communicator and a lifter of vibes. Those are core parts of my 
identity in the Ed Sullivan Theatre, just as they are in the outside 
world.”

Ultimately, Cato’s open-minded view of the world is reflected in 
both the collaborators he cultivates and the music he creates. He 
is humbled when playing with the likes of Bobby McFerrin, Dave 
Matthews, James Taylor, and Joe Walsh but is given equal respect 
from his contemporaries.  Cato’s original music flows from a place 
of honesty that exudes authenticity and is immediately arresting 
and recognizable.

The Vermont-based, but Maplewood-born, solo singer, 
songwriter, guitarist, artist, and Twiddle co-founder 
follows reggae’s evolutionary ebb and flow, existing in a 
perpetual state of inspiration and creation, and remaining 
committed to sonic evolution. Exuding a balanced mix 
of rich influence, Mihali’s music entwines reggae spirit, 
fluid soundscape architecture, and invigorating mantras 
meant to be chanted aloud in a packed venue.

Following years of fan demand, Mihali served up his 
solo debut, Breathe and Let Go, in 2020. It boasted 
collaborations with Citizen Cope, Matisyahu, G. Love & 
Special Sauce, and Trevor Hall, and instantly reacted with 
audiences, gathering millions of streams. In addition to 
glowing reviews from JamBase and Live For Live Music, 
Grateful Web exclaimed, “Mihali’s musical talent is special.” 

During the global pandemic, Mihali kept writing songs and 
recording remotely – trading song files back and forth. 
Mihali said, “Every morning, I would wake up to a new .wav 
file, and it was like Christmas!”– The efforts lead to 2022’s 
Effection album with the song “Maplewood.”

Remember Jones is a one-of-a-kind soul/pop singer, storyteller 
and bandleader with a throwback vibe and authentic energy. 
Often backed and supported by a large ensemble of musicians, 
his original music and creative, theatrical events have played to 
countless packed and sold-out clubs and theaters throughout 
the United States.

Whether you see him alongside a piano, a four-piece rock band, 
or with a large orchestra, Remember Jones evokes the energy 
of the greatest front men and women, with one of a kind song 
styling and expert storytelling that keep audiences on their toes 
and emotions in the moment.

In addition to touring and supporting two albums worth of 
original material, Remember Jones presents and fronts a 
recreation of Amy Winehouse, Joe Cocker’s Mad Dogs and 
Englishmen album, and a theatrical celebration of the music of 
Queen and Freddie Mercury.

Adjacent  to the performance stage will be a Merch Tent where you can purchase merchandise, find police 
and emergency medical volunteers, check in as a band, vendor, or volunteer, submit or claim a lost and found 
item, and help or reconnect with a lost child.
